Proposed Changes to the ACA Bylaws

To be voted on at the November 17, 2024 Membership Meeting
Article Il Section 2

Honorary Member — A member who has conferred upon him or her a lifetime membership by a majority vote
of the Executive Board. A maximum of one Honorary membership could be conferred per calendar year. He
or she shall have all the rights and privileges of regular Adult membership except for the right to hold office,
elective or appointive. He or she shall receive the same publications as an Adult member. He or she shall not
be required to pay club dues.

Action: To be deleted

Rationale: Some of our most active and dedicated members become honorary members and should not be
denied service on the ACA Board.

Article V Section 4

No member shall hold more than one elective office at a time with the exception of the immediate past
President, who may hold one new office in addition to being past President. However, voting shall follow the
rule: one person, one vote. No member shall serve for more than four (4) consecutive terms in the same
elective office. Outgoing officers must promptly turn over all materials associated with their former position
to the appropriate newly elected officers.

Action: Amend to read No member shall serve for more than four (4) consecutive terms in the same elective
office unless there is no contending member to fill the elective office.

Rationale: Elective offices are at times difficult to fill. Members willing to take on responsibilities of an
elective office should not be denied the opportunity to continue service.

Article VIl Section 4

The Executive Board shall meet not less than once each quarter.

Action: Amend to read The Executive Board shall meet not less than twice yearly. Additional meetings shall
be held as needed.

Rationale: Many times there is no agenda requiring action or discussion by the Board.
Note: Bylaws require a 3/4 majority vote of the voting membership. Please plan on attending the November
17th meeting to vote for the proposed changes.

Article XI, SECTION 2: These Bylaws, and all amendments thereto, are also subject to change or, alternatively,
to recall at any time by petition of the majority of the voting membership, a three fourths (3%4) majority vote
of the voting membership to make such action effective.
